WHY WE ARE GLAD TO 
BE BACK IN PERSON

Many are excited to be back in 
person for variety of reasons some 
see it as a fresh start and some to 
actually focus on school as online 
didn't offer focus for some.
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Benson Polytechnic High School opened in 1908 as 
Portland School for the Trades. It was not until Portland 
buisnessman Simon Benson donated $100,000.00 in 1915 
that Portland Public Schools purchased and started 
construction on the 9-acre lot in inner Northeast Portland, 
designed by Fred Naramore. In 2022, that is equivelent to 
$2.75 million.
The school began as an all-boys school, a school for "boys 
who wished to enter a trade a better opportunity than do 
shops and factories of the present time." In 1909, they 
added classes fof girls; sewing, cooking, millinery, and 
homemaking. Benson was only coeducational until 1913; 
60 years later in 1973, Benson became coeducational again. 
Benson underwent much expansion and renovation after
