varsity football

“Courage, excitement, breaks and injuries, can pretty much
sum up the 1968 football season," says varsity football coach
Dick Hennessy. With the exception of one game, Benson was
In every contest right down to the final seconds. No matter
how bad things looked, the Engineers always “kept tough."
They came from behind to beat Lincoln 28-7, and showed
Jackson their heels after trailing by 13 points to overcome the
raiders and win by a score of 35-19. Disappointments", says
Hennessy, “were in the close games, such as against Grant
which Benson lost after a great come-from-behind effort."
They lost 31-20.

Benson was hampered all season by injuries, but over half ot
these occurred off the football tield. None the less, the loss
of experienced men did hurt the efforts during the season.

Some outstanding induvidual efforts were made during the
season. Mike Meyer scored 36 points and threw 5 touchdown
passes for the season; Jerry Simon, according to Coach Henn-
essy, “Is the best offensive guard in the city" Lloyd Grims-
rud, blocking back and fullback, was voted first string all city
by the Journal and Oregonian; Dan Demarinis, who scored
30 points during the season, along with Tim Aldinger, were
the two main running backs for the season.

In all, Benson has a 2-4-0 win-loss record.

BENSON VS. ROOSEVELT

The opening game of the 1968 season was played on a
rainy night. Roosevelt blocked two Benson punts and
scored one on their own offensive effort. Tech held the
Teddies scoreless in the second half and Mike Meyer

passed to Nick Murry for Benson's lone TD. Foreman
Lee's kick was good: Benson 7-Roosevelt 21.

BENSON VSJACKSON

Jackson had a 13 point lead at half time but Benson sco-
red 35 points in the second half and played a great game
of ball control. Benson had a total of 80 offensive plays
to Jackson's 38. Mike Meyer, Dan Demarinis and Cur-
tis Mayes were the big drivers in this game; Benson 35-
Jackson 19.

BENSON VSJEFEERSON

Benson lead 9-0 at the half, 16-7 at the three quarter mark
and was playing flawless ball until the 4th quarter when
the roof dropped in. Jeff exploded for 32 points in the 4th
quarter: Benson 16-Jefferson 39.

BENSON VS CLEVELAND

It was just one of those nights, nothing went right and
everything went wrong for Benson: Benson 14-Cleveland
46.

BENSON VS LINCOLN

Lincoln got off to a 7 pt. lead, but the Benson line got
tough and Lloyd Grimstud opened gapeing holes for
Meyer, Demarinis and Company. This was one of Ben-
son’s best defensive efforts during the season as they held
Lincoln to 65 Yds rushing: Benson 28-Lincoln 7.

BENSON VS GRANT

Benson gave the City Champs all they could handle as
the Techmen lost after a great come from behind effort.
Benson had 12 first downs and total offensive yardage of
291. Grant had 11 first downs and 324 offensive yards:

Benson 20-Grant 31.

BENSON VS MADISON

Benson and Madison were 20-20 with only four minutes

left to play. Benson had Madison deep in their own terri-
tory and forced them to kick. But Tech got a 15 yd. pen-

alty which gave the Mads the ball and Benson wound up
on the short endof the score. Tim Aldinger, Mike Meyer,
Dan Demarinis and Lloyd Grimsrud were the big Tech-
men in this game: Benson 20-Madison 26.

BENSON VS MARSHALL

The last game of the year saw Benson jump out to a 12-0
lead over Marshall only to lose on the game and sea-
son ended: Benson 12-Marshall 14.
