Benson Polytechnic School was the first school in the west to offer a complete shop program.

There are fifteen different shops at Benson. These shops were designed to teach high school
students a vocation in which they may earn a living for the rest of their lives. Each student s
taught in the shop of his choice for a minimum of two and a half years.

The shops make, repair and produce many of the things that are needed to run the school.

The students of electric shop learn how to wire houses, generators, motors, and other electrical
products.
